ATTENDANCE MATTERS!

All our schools, listed below, have decided that we will be using the government’s guidelines in
line with the Essex Code of Conduct for the issue of Penalty Notices when making a decision
about family holiday requests.

Parents taking their children on a family holiday in term time will have to make an application
but you need to be aware that these absences will rarely be authorised. There is no longer the
allowance of 10 days per academic year. The absence resulting from parents wilfully removing
their children from school for a family holiday without the consent of the school will be recorded
as ‘unauthorised.’

Parents do not have the right or entitiement to take their child out of school for a holiday. If
your holiday request is not granted and you still take your child out of school for a holiday the

Local Authority may issue a ‘penalty notice.” A penalty notice is a fine for each parent of each
child.

As a group of schools we want to be consistent in our response and to encourage and support
the highest possible attendance for every child. You may notice that we have amended our
holiday request form to include children in the family who attend other schools; this will help us
be consistent in our response.
