Internet Access for Pupils

As part of the school’s ICT programme we offer pupils supervised – but where appropriate independent - access to the Internet. Before the school allows pupils to use the Internet independently, we must obtain parental permission. Both you and your child need to sign and return the enclosed form as evidence of your approval and their acceptance of the school rules on this matter. The policy is available from the School office.
Various projects have proven the educational benefits of Internet access, which will enable pupils to explore thousands of libraries, databases and bulletin boards.  They will also be able to exchange messages with other learners and teachers throughout the world.  Children need to learn how to be selective in the use of technology available to them.  However, it must be stressed that children WILL NOT be able or allowed to access any sort of ‘Chat Room’, nor will they be able to contact or email any people other than those identified by the staff, for example, the class of a known colleague in another school.
We believe that the benefits to pupils from access to the Internet, in the form of information resources and opportunities for collaboration, exceed any disadvantages. However, as with any other area, parents, carers and guardians of minors are responsible for setting and conveying the standards that their children should follow when using media and information sources. The school supports and respects each family’s right to decide whether or not to support independent access. 

The School is currently developing our own website and a valuable aspect of this is to be able to display pupils’ work with relevant and appropriate captions according to the Internet Policy. The enclosed form also requests your approval for such permission.
